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Year 3/4 Summer Term 1 Newsletter

During Summer Term 1, in English, Year 3/4 pupils will study The Great Kapok Tree by Lynne Cherry and will use it to
help them to write for a range of purposes. In maths, pupils will focus on multiplication and division with a focus on the
3, 6,7 and 9 times tables. Their history topic will be the ‘Vikings’; pupils will consider if the Vikings were raiders,
traders or something else. The science topic for Summer 1 is, ‘Living things and their habitats’. In PE, pupils will enjoy a
weekly session with Sports Coach, John Spence doing cricket and another lesson in dance. In RE, pupils will study how
and why people show care for others and in computing, they will continue to learn about programming using Scratch.
Additionally, pupils will complete a topic in DT, in which they will explore cooking and nutrition: adapting a recipe on a
budget.

Home Learning and Reading at Home

Home learning helps pupils to embed the knowledge they have learnt each week. We would be grateful if you could
support and encourage your child to return their weekly homework.

Homework will be set on a Friday and must be completed and returned on a Thursday.

For children unable to access the internet, paper copies are always available - parents must inform class teacher if these
are required.

Homework activities:

Times Table Rockstars — 15 minutes daily practise. The amount of time your child spends practising on Times
Table Rockstars will be checked by their teacher every Friday morning. There will be a reward for the best
performer each week.

15 minutes per day home reading

Your child may be provided with additional homework, where necessary.

Reading at home

Reading records are sent home on a Friday and must be returned to school Thursday of the following week. Your child is
encouraged to read at least three times a week with an adult, who should then comment and sign the reading record on
each of the three occasions.

Children who read at least three times per week will be awarded a Golden Ticket. Every time your child earns a Golden
Ticket, their name is entered into a monthly draw to win a new reading book and certificate.

Please encourage your child to read as regularly as possible.

PE

Your child’s PE day for Summer 1 is Tuesday.

All pupils must wear a school PE kit which consists of a red crew neck t-shirt & black shorts or black joggers.
On colder days, red school jumpers are permitted to be worn over the top of their PE kit.
