Year 4 Summer Term 2 Newsletter

During Summer Term 2, in English, Year 4 pupils will study the novel, ‘The Legend of Podkin One-ear” and will use it to
help them to write for a range of purposes. In maths, pupils will continue to refine their knowledge and skills with the
four operations, in addition to completing tasks relating to fractions, decimals and statistics. Pupils will begin a new art
topic, in which they will explore working in 3 dimensions. Their geography topic will be “Food around the world” -
exploring where our food comes from. The science topic for Summer 2 is, ‘Working Scientifically’, in which pupils will
apply science skills taught to complete a project relating to bridges. In PE, pupils will be preparing for sports day. In RE,
pupils will continue with their topic of Christianity and complete an enquiry into why people visit Durham Cathedral
today and in computing, they will learn about programming. Their music topic will involve learning about texture and
instrumentation, whilst their MFL topic will be about time. In RSHE lessons, children will be learning about transition.

Home Learning and Reading at Home

Home learning helps pupils to embed the knowledge they have learnt each week. We would be grateful if you could
support and encourage your child to return their weekly homework.

Homework will be set on a Friday and must be completed and returned on a Thursday.

For children unable to access the internet, paper copies are always available - parents must inform class teacher if these
are required.

Homework activities:

e 15 minute daily arithmetic practice using Maths Bot (please see previous letter with your child’s log in details)
e 15 minutes per day home reading
e  Your child may be provided with additional homework, where necessary.

Reading at home

Reading records are sent home on a Friday and must be returned to school Thursday of the following week. Your child is
encouraged to read at least three times a week with an adult, who should then comment and sign the reading record on
each of the three occasions.

Children who read at least three times per week will be awarded a Golden Ticket. Every time your child earns a Golden
Ticket, their name is entered into a monthly draw to win a new reading book and certificate.

Please encourage your child to read as regularly as possible.
